	MATTERS ARISING AND CARRIED FORWARD

3.1 CPALC Certificates
The certificate had still not been received. Clerk to urge again.
3.2 Footpath 7
The Chairman reported that he had been in correspondence with one of the landowners involved, Mr Parrish, who did not want to go ahead with a permissive footpath. As he was within his rights Councillors agreed that this could not be taken any further.
3.3 Allotments
There was no further update on the provision of allotments in the village. Mrs D Pearce had spoken to one of the interested parishioners about whether, if offered, an allotment at Valley Farm would be acceptable. It was still felt that this would be too far out of the village. Councillors would seek the view of Wimpole Parish Councillors at the joint meeting.
3.4 Next Joint Meeting with Wimpole Parish Council
The meeting was arranged for Thursday 22nd April 2010, 7.30pm, in the village hall. 
3.5 Arrington Car Sales
The Clerk reported that the District Council enforcement officer was in the process of seeking permission for enforcement from the planners. Mr Kindersley and Mrs Smith confirmed that, as local members, they should be advised about any enforcement action. They had not to date. The Clerk was asked to chase up action urgently with the enforcement officer.
3.6 Countrywide Advisory Freight Map
Longstowe Parish Council were unaware of any problems with the railway bridge on the A1198 in Longstowe. A reply from Mr Mulundika, Cambridgeshire County Council, had been received addressing the concerns raised previously. He stated that an assessment had been carried out in 1993 and the structure was found to have a load carrying capacity of 40 tonnes gross vehicle weight. As the A1198 was a strategic freight corridor, the structure was also assessed for its load capacity under certain abnormal vehicle load configurations and found to be satisfactory. Councillors expressed concern over the load capacity of 40 tonnes as 44 tonnes had been used for a considerable amount of time. They felt the assessment was out of date. The Clerk was asked to reply to Mr Mulundika stating this and to copy the letter to Longstowe Parish Council for them to also pursue.

	COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

 4.1 District Cllr Mrs Smith
Mrs Smith advised that the Government had a scheme to allow Parish Councils to enforce parking restrictions, which the County Council were investigating. This would probably not be allowed in South Cambridgeshire as there were no towns.
The Crime and Disorder Partnership had awarded a grant towards improved safety lighting at a sheltered housing scheme in Gamlingay. Mrs Smith was interested to know if additional lighting was needed for the scheme in Clifden Close.

There was to be a 33% cut in youth services by the County Council. Mrs Smith invited any complaints. She added that there were poor mental health services for young people and they were not easily accessible. Problems were escalating. Mrs Smith added that she still sat on the board of the Children’s Trust.
A letter would shortly be sent out to Parish Councils about the Community Hero scheme. Details were on the District Council website. Around 100 nominations were expected, Mrs Smith urged Councillors to consider nominating eligible parishioners.
4.2 County Cllr Mr Kindersley

Mr Kindersley reported that he had been pressing for information about the A1198 speed review. He had been told that there was still some work to be done but there would be some good news. If there were to be speed limit changes, he did not think the cost would be an issue for the County Council. The Chairman advised the meeting that there had been a speed limit change to 50mph on the A1303. He was not aware of any consultation there. 
The meeting was reminded that there was to be a police panel meeting on the 21st April. 

 As far as Mr Kindersley was aware, there were no major outstanding potholes in the village. 

There had been no further progress with the Guided Bus project. There would be an additional cost of £60million with more than a few details to iron out.

One big issue at present was the decision made by Marshalls not to move. This could have a serious impact on the parish as 12,000 homes needed to be built somewhere. The position could alter with a change to the Government. Mrs Taylor asked if there was any evidence of other sites being identified. Mr Kindersley replied there were a lot. The East of England Regional Assembly had asked landowners to put forward sites for a new town in Cambridgeshire. About 25 sites were identified mostly south of the A14 and a few of these had been taken forward,
Mr Kindersley confirmed that he had not heard anything further regarding the wind mast proposal.

The Chairman thanked Mrs Smith and Mr Kindersley for their reports.

13.1 Church request for topsoil

13.3 Countryside Watch

The exact location was not known because the village was so spread out. Mr O’Keefe advised that he had also heard of some lead being stolen but he did not think this had been reported to the police.
13.4 Payphone Boxes

Mr O’Keefe advised that the repairs to the windows and door on the boxes had still not been carried out. The Clerk was asked to urge with BT.

13.5 Litter Pick

A discussion took place on how often the District Council arranged a litter pick in the village. There were waste lorries driving through without netting leaving rubbish behind. Councillors were concerned that when the grass verges were cut it would look extremely untidy. The Clerk was asked to find out about the litter picking rota from the District Council. It was noted that there was also a problem with rubbish by the garage at the junction of the A603 and A1198. The Chairman confirmed that he had regular contact with the garage manager who monitored the site.
