	MATTERS ARISING AND CARRIED FORWARD

3.1 Village Leaflet
Mr O’Keefe had produced a final draft for the clarification of some contact details. Mrs  A Pearce and Clerk to confirm details with Mr O’Keefe. It was suggested that a leaflet be distributed to all residents with some spare copies left in the Hardwicke Arms.
3.2 CPALC Certificates
The certificate for Mrs Taylor had been urged.
3.3 Footpath 7
The Chairman reported that a meeting had been held with the landowners. Mrs Taylor, Mr Bonney, Mr Murden and the County Rights of Way Officer, Andrew Stimpson had been present. The discussions evolved around the introduction of a permissive path to link footpath 7 in Arrington and footpath 23 in Croydon. Mr Stimpson had arranged for xxxx to also attend. She had information on possible higher level grants and was left with the landowners to discuss further. The Clerk confirmed that she had not had any feedback from Mr Stimpson on how the meeting went. She was asked to urge.

3.4 Allotments
The Chairman had spoken to Mr Morris, Wimpole Estate Manager. He was keen to progress the community project at Cobbs Farm but there were no plans for anything to happen on the Arrington side. The only option was Valley Farm which was thought to be too far away from the village. Mrs A Pearce expressed concerns over the speed of traffic if this were to go ahead. A discussion then took place on other private land around the village and whether it could be rented. Mrs D Pearce advised that there was to be a second meeting on the 24th February for the community project. Concerns were expressed that as there had been a lot of interest shown by residents of Cambridge, local people may not be able to participate. Mrs Taylor suggested a letter be sent to the National Trust pointing this out. She also suggested that a representative from the National Trust be invited to the Annual Parish Meeting, as there were a few points needing to be discussed including the village garden tree work which had been agreed a year ago. After further discussion it was agreed that the Clerk write and ask when the tree work was going to be carried out. Once the meeting had taken place with Wimpole Parish Council, Mrs Taylor would draft a letter to the National Trust expressing concerns about the community project.  
3.5 Next Joint Meeting with Wimpole Parish Council
Wimpole Parish Clerk had advised that due to the recent bad weather, the Parish Council had not met. Their next meeting was to be held on the 22nd February and she would find out some proposed dates for another joint meeting. The Clerk would circulate the dates once known. 
3.6 Asset Register & Insurance Schedule
The village pump had been added to the insurance schedule and the premium for the remainder of the year would be added to the invoice in June when the renewal was due.

3.7 Countrywide Advisory Freight Map

An acknowledgement had been received for the letter sent following the last Parish Council meeting. A full response would be sent after all the comments were reviewed. The Chairman advised that concerns had been included over the railway bridge at Longstowe suggesting that it was inspected by an engineer. Councillors agreed that a letter should be sent to Longstowe Parish Council asking if they were aware of any conditions and advising them of Arrington’s response to the consultation.
