3.1 CPALC Certificates
The certificate for Mrs Taylor had been urged.
3.2 Footpath 7
The Clerk had been advised by Mr Stimpson, Rights of Way Officer, that Alice Bateman, Natural England, would be meeting with the landowners during March 2010 to discuss the higher level stewardship (HLS). Ms Bateman would keep Mr Stimpson updated. If an agreement regarding the path was reached with the farmers, the path would form part of a HLS agreement.
3.3 Allotments
Mrs Pearce reported that she had attended the latest meeting at Wimpole Hall. They were still discussing the box system. A committee had been formed and there were about 70 people interested, some from as far away as Ely. The area involved now expanded to two acres. The Chairman reminded the meeting that the Parish Council did originally turn down the suggestion for allotments at Valley Farm feeling they would be too far out of the village. Mrs Taylor suggested that the parishioners who had expressed an interest in an allotment be asked whether Valley Farm would be suitable. If so, this could be pursued with Wimpole Estates. It was agreed Mrs Pearce find out the views of parishioners on the list.
3.4 Next Joint Meeting with Wimpole Parish Council
A meeting had been arranged for the 22nd April 2010. Clerk to confirm the date with Mrs A Pearce, the village hall booking secretary. An agenda would be compiled and distributed beforehand to Councillors.
3.5 Arrington Car Sales

The Clerk had sent an e-mail to the District Council Enforcement Officer, asking for an update on the planning application. She was awaiting a reply.
3.6 Countrywide Advisory Freight Map
As discussed at the last meeting, a letter had been sent to Longstowe Parish Council. The Clerk to Longstowe Parish Council had advised that the letter would be discussed at their meeting on the 17th March.

	COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

 4.1 District Cllr Mrs Smith
Mrs Smith asked people to let her know of problems with potholes as the District Council had agreed to liaise with the County Council. It was advised there was still a problem on Croydon Road but Church Lane had been repaired. 
There was now a weekly police surgery in Gamlingay. Mr Bonney stated that the police officer was supposed to hold a surgery in Arrington but forgot. He added that the surgery was also held in Wimpole.

The County Council had agreed for the Children’s Centre to be located in Bassingbourn. They were going to get a van and would provide an outreach service for the villages.

Longstowe Parish Council had contacted Ms Smith about buses which failed to turn up when they were meant to. On one occasion this had resulted in a young person standing alone in the dark for a considerable amount of time. The County Council had been speaking to Stagecoach about this. Ms Smith asked for anyone with a similar experience to let her know.

The District Council council tax would increase by 2.995%.
Ms Smith was made aware that there was a problem with the small refuse collector vehicle which had been given permission to turn around in Mill Lane. The vehicle was being driven over the residents grass. Litter was also still being dropped from the vehicle.  She agreed to follow up with the refuse collection team.
The Chairman thanked Ms Smith for her report.

	HIGHWAY UPDATE
10.1 Potholes
As reported under the District Councillor report, the potholes on Church Lane had been filled. The Chairman advised that he had spoken to the contractors at the time who said the filling was only temporary as the road was down for resurfacing during the summer. The Clerk was asked to find out the position from the Highway Supervisor.

She then advised that enquiries had been made about a temporary speed restriction on Church Lane when there were potholes. The Highway Officer had replied that a speed limit was not feasible. Drivers had to be prepared to drive to the conditions of the road.

10.2 Abandoned Car

It was thought that a car parked in the layby on Church Lane, and now had an out of date tax disc, had not been driven for some time. Mr O’Keefe believed he knew who the owner was and agreed to find out the position before any action was taken to have the car removed.
