Anti-Social Behaviour in Church End – Arrington

An incident that arose last month as the result of a car being damaged in Church End, Arrington is an issue between two families .

The Parish Council view the incident as regrettable and we condemn any anti social behaviour no matter how caused or by whom. The incident was discussed at a meeting of the Council in June where it was agreed to approach South Cambridgeshire District Council for help in resolving issues of people living in close proximity to one another especially where it involves groups of children.  To the contrary of the recent press reports posted on the internet, we understand from at least one of the parties involved that the police are indeed acting on the various incidences.

The Parish Council did not discuss, nor at any time intended to discuss, the issue at the extra-ordinary meeting of the Council on the 9th July 2007, which was purely devoted to planning issues.   The website arringtonvillage.co.uk is in no way connected to the Parish Council despite its implied links.  Arrington Parish Council have no official website at this time.

Message via ‘E’ Cops - Cambridgeshire Constabulary

Local officers have been made aware of a website set up in relation to Arrington, which has made various claims regarding crime and anti-social behaviour in the village.  The claims made in the website appear to be based on a personal dispute between persons linked with the website creator and others in the village,

and are in no way officially endorsed by South Cambridgeshire District Council, Cambridgeshire Constabulary or South Cambridgeshire Crime & Disorder Reduction Partnership.

We're aware that the claims made in the website have already provoked some anxiety and concern, but would like to reassure residents that local officers are aware of the situation.  Unfortunately there is little to prevent individuals from posting fairly alarming information on the web, with little if any evidence to back this up.

Local residents can also obtain information, and discuss any concerns they have, by contacting their local officers, or attending the Neighbourhood Panel Meeting for the Gamlingay area, which will be held at Gamlingay Village College, at 19:00 on Tuesday 25 July 2007.
